Wills for Heroes Clinic

On Friday, Feb. 2, Vestavia Hills hosted the second
Wills for Heroes clinic, an event designed to help provide
first responders with wills, living wills and powers of
attorney.

Curtis Peacock, local attorney and Vestavia Hills police
officer, first brought Wills for Heroes to Vestavia in 2015
as a way to help first responders create wills, powers of
attorney and living wills pro bono. Peacock learned of the
idea — which originated in South Carolina — through
attorney newsletters. After seeing many new hires in the
police and fire departments, he said he wanted to host a
local clinic too.

Peacock said he saw it as a way to "bring the police
and fire departments together," and give a service to those
whose daily job has great risk. "We want them to have
something in place and give them an option to have that in
place," Peacock said.

With the efforts of the Birmingham Bar Volunteer
Lawyers program and Associate Dean Cassandra Adams
with the Cumberland School of Law, Peacock estimated
that the clinic has helped about 70 individuals in its two

sessions. Adams also helped bring in law students from
Cumberland as volunteers and witnesses to the process.

Adams said the first responders put their lives at risk
every day, so the volunteers are happy to spend one day
working with them on "hugely important documents."
"It's a privilege," she said.

2018 Cumberland Senior Moot Court Competition

Are you interested in honing your public speaking and analytical skills,
gaining Moot Court experience, and bolstering your resume?

Then you should compete in the 2018 Senior Moot Court Competition!

Employers love to see Moot Court experience on a resume because it is one of the most practical activities you
can take part in during law school. Moot Court experience shows that you have the skills to analyze and anticipate
a case's strengths and weaknesses. Moot Court encompasses advocacy at all stages of litigation; even trials have
mini-Moot Court aspects about them, such as summary judgment hearings and motion in limine arguments.

ABOUT THE COMPETITION

» The Senior Competition is an intraschool competition that
is limited to 2L and 3L students, and allows you to hone your
oral arguments skills. This competition does NOT have a writing
component. You do not have to write an appellate brief!

» The Senior Competition will feature a timely, interesting
appellate case which students will argue in front of mock
Supreme Court justices. Competitors will be provided with
decisions from the lower courts and appellate briefs for both

the petitioner and respondent. The case facts and relevant law
exists in a closed universe. This means you do not have to do any
additional research! Everything you need is contained within the
provided materials.

2 Please see the competition schedule below for the dates of
the oral argument rounds. If you have a conflict with evening
classes, we can try to work around your schedule. We can also
try to work with your professors -- oral arguments will only be
10 minutes long, so you may be able to briefly step out of class
and return after your argument, if necessary. As the competition
progresses, later rounds will typically require oral advocates to
change sides or issues. However, you will be guaranteed to argue
the same issue in both preliminary rounds (although you may
change sides of the issue).

2 The judges for the competition will include national team and
board members, national team coaches, professors, attorneys, and
judges from the Birmingham area. After every round, you will

get individualized, direct feedback from the judges that will help
make you a better advocate.

2 This is an individual competition, so it is not necessaty to
have a partner. You will argue for the same side [i.e. petitioner
or respondent| as someone else, but everyone is scored and
advanced individually.

» We are hosting a mandatory informational meeting for
competitors and will answer any questions you may have about the
competition on Sunday, February 18th. Additional information
about this meeting will be emailed to registered competitors.

2 There is a $20 fee for all competitors. The fee and sign-ups
are due by February 15th at 5:00 PM CDT. Check or cash is
accepted. Please make all checks out to "Cumbetland School
of Law." If paying in cash, please be sure to put it in a sealed
envelope with your name legibly written on it. All payments
should be dropped off to Mrs. Tracy Luke in office 201C. Mrs.
